Competitors

May bring one other person from their family or support bubble to help. Only exceptions are junior and para riders who may bring two.

Car Park

There is a large car park so please be considerate and do not park too close to another one.
No horses or ponies are to left tied to a lorry or trailer.
Please follow the one way system, clearly marked, to get to the warm up arena.

CD’s for music

All music should be provided on CD. An IN tray is provided to place your music CD on the table outside the secretary’s box. When your music has been used for your test we will sanitise the case and place the CD in the OUT tray for you to pick up. 

Warm Up Arena

Maximum of 6 horses in warm up arena at any one time. A steward will advise each competitor as to when they can go to the indoor arena for their test

Test Indoor Arena

Gate to the arena will be opened by the steward. Previous competitor to wait at a safe distance until the next competitor has entered. Helper may watch by the gate to the indoor arena but must not touch the gate.

Please leave the venue at the earliest opportunity as numbers on site are limited and others will be arriving to compete.

There will be no mounted or unmounted prize giving due to social distancing.
